	Re-teaching Plans/Strategies
	Students will be visiting the library for a series of lessons on genre.  We started with a lesson on Fantasy genre, then completed a Genre Scavenger Hunt.  The lesson on realistic fiction will be followed by a lesson on urban fiction, then a genre web activity.  Along with these lessons, the English teachers are requiring a reading log for each quarter, including a specific genre of book.
